
HOW TO ADD ITEMS (AndroidTM)
Requires: Device with latest Android software

1.  Place the unit next to your Android phone.

2.  Pull out the insulation sheet and press the upper and lower covers to make them      
close. At the beep, the device will be powered on and ready to pair.

3.  Turn on Bluetooth on your device.

4.  Put the anti-loss device next to your Android phone in 20cm distance or open 
the Find My Device app on your Android phone.

5.  Pop-up the notification on your phone → Click “Connect”  →  “Agree and 
Continue”  →  “Open the Application”.

Tips: If it can't pop-up the notification on your phone after multiple attempts, you need 
to quickly disassemble and assemble the battery 5 times to do factory reset.

6.  Click the Settings icon to re-change the item name and item type.

BATTERY
The unit contains a coin cell battery. The battery may need to be replaced during 
the life of the product. Replace only with the same type(CR2032) and rating of 
battery by observing the correct negative & positive connection.

Use the tool provided in the package, with the lanyard position facing downward. 
Locate the slot, use the rounded end, insert it at a 45-degree angle into the 
opening, and then twist to open the battery box.
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HOW TO REMOVE ITEMS
▪ If other phones want to add this tag, you need to remove it from Find My / Find My 

Device app first.

▪ Click the setting icon, Select “Remove from Find My Device” to remove the tag. 
When you hear a long sound, indicating that it is successfully. When remove item 
is completed, you can reinstall the battery or wait 5 minutes, it will Pop-up the 
notification on phones.

▪ Note: If the tag is not near from your phone, remove Item maybe fail, Then it can 
not be add item to other phones until it is factory reset.

FACTORY RESET
Open the shell, disassemble and assemble the battery to restart the operation, the 
both actions are effective within 3 seconds, when the battery is installed back, two 
beeps will be heard, when the battery is installed back for the 5th time, a long beep 
will be heard, indicating that the factory reset is successfully. 

No obvious symptoms
Unfortunately, it is not obvious when a button or coin battery is stuck in a child’s 
oesophagus(food pipe).

There are no specific symptoms associated with this. The child might:

• cough, gag or drool a lot;

• appear to have a stomach upset or a virus;

• be sick;

• point to their throat or stomach;

• have a pain in their abdomen, chest or throat;

• be tired or lethargic;

• be quieter or more clingy than usual or otherwise “not themselves”;

• lose their appetite or have a reduced appetite; and

• not want to eat solid food / be unable to eat solid food.

These sorts of symptoms vary or fluctuate, with the pain increasing and then subsiding.

A specific symptom to button and coin battery ingestion is vomiting fresh (bright 
red) blood. If the child does this seek immediate medical help.

The lack of clear symptoms is why it is important to be vigilant with “flat” or spare 
button or coin batteries in the home and the products that contain them.
